MINUTES
Minutes from the 6/29/05 meeting were approved.
Michael Harris, Western Shasta Resource Conservation District (WSRCD) Project Manager, presented a review of the 2005 gravel augmentation program to the group.  Concern from the audience was voiced regarding the lack of large cobble and boulders being added to the system.  Michael explained Phase 3B will incorporate larger material.  Some members of the group stated the desire to see further large material enhancement to the entire system.
Mike continued his presentation with a review of the 2005 riparian revegetation program.  The program includes replanting herbaceous and shrub components in the completed phases of the floodway rehabilitation project site.  Activities are based on recommendations derived from Point Reyes Bird Observatory Conservation Sciences monitoring results.  Avian, as well as vegetation monitoring are ongoing and data from the efforts will be used to revise the Revegetation program. 
Mike described and discussed the Phase 3B restoration project of which funding was recently awarded to the WSRCD through a CALFED Ecosystem Restoration Program Direct Action.   The project is planned to begin summer 2006, and involves moving a portion of the channel and revegetating the riparian area.  Updates will be given at future watershed meetings, and the watershed/CRMP group is encouraged to ask questions and provide input at anytime.
Leslie Bryan, WSRCD Clear Creek Watershed Coordinator, opened the local Fire Safe Council portion of the meeting and distributed copies of a map identifying fuel management projects and a copy of the Priority List of Recommendations from the Lower Clear Creek Strategic Fuel Management Plan.  Leslie explained the entire plan can be viewed and/or downloaded from the WSRCD Watershed Information Model website known as WIM which can be accessed at http://wim.shastacollege.edu/.  Leslie asked the group to review the items before the next meeting and come prepared to discuss and make recommendations for future projects.

Fire Safe brochures were distributed and an announcement was made that the next meeting of the Shasta County Fire Safe Council is to be held February 2, 2006 at 9 AM at the WSRCD office and all are invited to attend. 
John Steiner inquired how a landowner can apply for restoration funds.  Leslie agreed to meet with John on his property to begin discussion on restoration and funding possibilities.
Leslie handed out copies of the newly published CA Association Resource Conservation District Lower Clear Creek Case Study and announced the availability of the recently completed Mercury Synthesis and Data Summary Report for Lower Clear Creek.
