Announcements and Approval of Minutes
Brenda Blinn, Clear Creek Watershed Coordinator, opened the meeting and self-introductions were given by all who were in attendance. Raffle tickets for prizes donated by the Shasta Conservation Fund were distributed. An upcoming workshop for landowners organized by the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) was announced. Mark Cibula congratulated the WSRCD on receiving the Governor’s Award for Environmental Leadership for the Lower Clear Creek Floodway Rehabilitation Project. The minutes from the August 16, 2006 Watershed Group Meeting were approved.
Lower Clear Creek Watershed Fire Safe Council
Brenda announced that a project proposal to fund a fuels reduction on Horse Canyon Road (Zogg Mine Road) was submitted by Susan Weaver, Coordinator at the Shasta County Fire Safe Council. Funding would come from a Clearinghouse Grant. Brenda thanked Morgan Hannaford and Jane Vorpagel for their input during the application process.  
Al Carter, landowner, stated that the fuelbreak on BLM land on Muletown Road is over-grown and is once more a fire hazard. Al suggested declaring the area a Safe Zone by the Fire Safe 
Council. Al and Marilyn also reported late-night parties by youth in the BLM parking lot. 
Broken bottles, bonfires and garbage are a common problem and an additional wildfire danger. The Carters emphasized the importance of more law enforcement in the area. 
WSRCD Project Updates 
Lower Clear Creek Rehabilitation Project- Phase 3B
Shiloe, Projects Manager, gave a presentation of Phase 3B of the LCC Rehabilitation Project. This Calfed-funded watershed restoration project is made possible by the collaboration of several federal, state and local agencies, stakeholders, and watershed groups. The project involves restoring a 1.6-mile section of Lower Clear Creek that was severely degraded by historic instream gold and gravel mining. Construction activities for Phase 3B will start in June 2007. Channel, floodplain and riparian vegetation restoration were successfully implemented during the three prior phases (Phase 1, 2A, 2B, 3A) of the project. Phase 3B will involve extending the Phase 3A channel and floodplain restoration design downstream through the remaining section of impacted stream channel. Monitoring of the avian, geomorphic, fisheries, riparian vegetation is an integral part of the project. 
Carbon Sequestration Project

Leslie Bryan, Coordinator at the WSRCD, was unable to attend, but Shiloe discussed the new Carbon Sequestration Project that Leslie is working on in collaboration with Winrock International. Carbon sequestering is the process whereby increases in carbon emissions that are believed to contribute to global warming are partly offset by planting trees that absorb and sequester carbon. As part of the project requirements, Leslie is asking landowners that have approx. 100 acres (or less) to take part in this initiative. Lower Clear Creek Parkways Project

Brenda gave an update on the CA River Parkways Grant that will provide $1.1 M in funding for development of 10.3 miles of trails in the LCC watershed. This trail section includes three of the eight segments of trails that are part of the 200-mile regional Shasta-Trinity Trail system (report available online at www.nps.gov/pwro/rtca/shasta-trinity). The project would also entail construction of a walkway on the Clear Creek Bridge to connect the Horsetown Clear Creek Preserve and Reading Bar. An advance of $75,000 was also given to the WSRCD by the Shasta County Board of Supervisors in January 2007 for hillside shaving. There is a high amount of fast-moving traffic on CC Road, and the hillside shaving will greatly improve visibility for pedestrians and vehicles using the HCCP entrance.
Lower Clear Creek Greenway Project

Bill Kuntz gave a presentation on the LCC Greenway Project, and asked for public feedback on the project design. The current project plans include a parking lot in the Saeltzer Gorge area, handicapped access trail to a salmon-viewing platform at the gorge, kayak entry point, educational kiosks, a picnic area, and a trailhead for pedestrian and equestrian trails. This BLM recreational area would provide an interpretive learning experience for families, schools, groups, and outdoor enthusiasts. The scoping process ends on May 31st, ’07, and the draft plan will be available to the public on August 31st, ‘07
Other Announcements

Carol Jandrall let everyone know that Waterfall Weeks at the Whisikeytown National Recreational Area starts May 20 to June 2. Waterfalls highlighted include Brandy Creek, Boulder Creek, Crystal Creek and Whiskeytown Falls. Hikes will be offered during these weeks for visitors.

Next Meeting and Agenda Items

The next LCC CRMP Group Meeting is scheduled for September 2007. Items to be discussed at the meeting include the draft NEPA document for the LCC Greenway Project.
