M/S/A Ransom / Britton approved minutes of the July 28, 2005 meeting
FINANCES:

No Treasurers Report, although Judy reported $900.00 were generated through the donation of Sierra Pacific Industry wood cutting permits.  Judy has written a thank you letter to the company. 

GUEST PRESENTATION: 

Shasta County Supervisor reported that presently there are no additional funds to replace the park fence that was burned in the French Fire.  The Supervisor continues to try to identify funding possibilities for the fence and the possible school field project.  One possibility may be a County Community Project Grant if a resolution regarding the program is adopted by the Board of Supervisors.  Supervisor Cibula encouraged the group to apply if the program receives approval.  The Supervisor also encouraged the group to consider investigating funds for community centers that may be available through the housing department as a possible funding source for rebuilding the Odd Fellows Hall.  
The Supervisor reported a positive response from the Public Works Department regarding repair of the pot holes on Trinity Mountain Road.  

After the group reviewed photos of an section of French Gulch Road that washed out due to the recent storms, Mr. Cibula listened to the Board input that the road provides emergency travel and fire suppression access, and are hopeful the County will repair it as soon as feasible.
Supervisor Cibula encouraged the group to contact him with any future questions or concerns.
OLD BUSINESS:

· Newsletter and Membership Drive – Judy reported a good mailing list has been developed for use with newsletter distribution and membership drive mailings.  Kevin stated he may be able to help arrange for printing and mailing
New Business:

· Leslie Bryan reported on the following WSRCD activities in the watershed 
· Student Restoration and Monitoring Project is continuing to progress and is on schedule.  Students were able to start planting in December, while they continue monitoring water quality and wildlife.  Sierra Pacific donated 60 Ponderosa pines to the effort.  Creek Day is currently being scheduled for May.  Leslie and WSRCD Project Coordinator Chris Glover will be attending a National Fish and Wildlife Foundation symposium on May 9th to show off the project to the funders as well as other organizations.    
· French Fire Rehabilitation Update – WSRCD crews continue to patrol the roads and monitor the ditches, bridges and culverts
· Leslie and WSRCD Assistant Project Manager Jack Bramhall met with Mark Lorramendy to discuss his desire for fuel reduction along a portion of Cline Gulch Road.  Leslie shared Jack’s site visit report and recommendations.  The group decided to review sponsorship requirements in an effort to determine if the group could assist Mr. Lorramendy.
· Trinity Mountain Fuelbreak Extension has been progressing.  All work will be completed by June 1 as grant will be ending in June.
· Watershed Awareness Day is being scheduled to be held in May.  Leslie encouraged the group’s participation.

· Sky Zaffarano from Bureau of Land Management (BLM) reported that the BLM fire emergency road and trail closures expired December 31, 2005.  Two areas (near Bill Meisners and the saddle area) remain closed and gated.  An Off Highway Vehicle (OHV) route designation process is presently underway with an inventory of current trails, roads and private property rights in progress.  This process, similar to what the Shasta Trinity National Forest is undertaking for their lands, is intended to designate specific routes of travel within the area as open to public use, those routes not designated open, will be closed to public use. This process will include a public meeting prior to any determination.  Pat voiced the Board’s opinion of the Westside area being incompatible to OHV use.  The Board asked BLM to give wide community notice of the upcoming public meeting when it is scheduled of which Sky assured the group would happen.

Sky reported $10,000 in funding has been secured for sheriff activities in the area, which may be used for weekend patrols.
