GUEST PRESENTATION: 

Shasta County Mosquito Abatement District Manager Bill Hazeleur gave a presentation on District responsibilities and activities.  Currently, French Gulch is un-annexed into the District, however the District will survey landowners in the area in the late fall or early spring to determine if community wishes to be included.  Results from the survey will be taken to the Local Agency Formation Commission of Shasta County (LAFCO).  Shasta County has provided some funding for emergency mosquito control through Department of Health.  District can be reached at 365-3768 and is open Monday through Friday 11AM - 2 PM.  Mosquito fish are available with a suggested donation of $10.  Call ahead for assurance of availability.

Watershed resident Bill Meisner expressed concern over the effects abatement efforts might have on bats, birds and other wildlife.  Mr. Meisner stated he has no problem with mosquitoes on his property and does not want spraying.  

OLD BUSINESS:

New Business:

Leslie announced Pat McCabe received a copy of the Whiskeytown National Park Service Shasta-Trinity Trail Plan and Environmental Assessment.  
Leslie gave a report on WSRCD activities in the watershed which included the following:

· Student Restoration and Monitoring Project – The technical advisory group has been formed and is ready to begin working with students when the school year begins.  The students are planning to give a presentation to the watershed group at its October community meeting.
· French Fire Rehabilitation –  Culvert evaluation and cleaning is progressing, structural K-rails will be removed, sand bag removal is complete, ditch cleaning has been completed, field surveys for non-native species are nearly complete, and hazard tree removal contract is in negotiation.
· Niagara oak tree – Two arborist opinions were received, and both agreed the tree is a hazard.  The letter of hazard tree determination was available for review.  
· Clear Creek Website Development – The domain name of clear-creek.org has been secured and the site will soon be in development by the Sacramento River Watershed program.  It was agreed to include By-laws, group history and Upper Clear Creek trivia included on the site.

Leslie reported the county park project is unable to include volunteer labor due to liability 
concerns.   The seeding, limbing, and irrigation system repairs will be taken care of by the 
County’s inmate labor workforce.  The burned trees have been felled but the ditch will need to be 
shut off to remove them.  Consequently, the work will not move forward until late fall when the 
demand for water decreases.  The County has offered to plant any donated trees.  Their advice was 
to collect all the trees to be planted and then contact them so they can take possession of them.  
Their inmate labor force will plant them.
