MINUTES:

M/S/A Gene Dymond/Judy Britton approved minutes of the February 24, 2005 Community Meeting.
FINANCES:

Treasurer Kit Lauderdale reported bank balance is 4,209.69 with no outstanding debt as of April 28, 2005.
M/S/A Judy Britton/Gene Dymond approved Treasures Report.
Board Members present reported on FG-UCC RMG accomplishments of the group last year.   

ELECTION:

One seat was open to be filled.  Judy Britton expressed interest in being re-elected, and there were no other candidates. A vote was taken for Judy Britton to be re-elected to her position.  The floor was open for discussion of which there was none; all were in favor, no one opposed.  Judy was re-elected unanimously.
Jake Margolis and other staff members from Bullion River Gold Corporation discussed the corporation and their activities at the French Gulch Mine, which currently involves cleaning up old materials from the site and exploration drilling.  Existing permit and reclamation bond are valid and the corporation is in compliance with agencies.  Company intends to hire locally when possible.  Exploration drilling will continue into summer to develop ore observance estimate.   Water sampling results have indicated no problems.  Copies of reports can be made available through contacting Jake Margolis.  Water will be treated if production is started.    Phase 1 of the Environmental Assessment is completed and report is available onsite.  Corporation is happy to attend meetings regularly to update community, press releases can be viewed on corporation’s website, and people with questions can contact Jake Margolis.
Barbara Camacho, Project Coordinator for the Shasta County Fire Safe Council explained the activities of the Shasta County Fire Safe Council and how local fire safe councils are forming.  The group asked Barbara to their next Community Meeting to discuss how the Watershed Group can form a Fire Safe Council Committee.
Chris Glover, GIS Specialist for Western Shasta Resource Conservation District (WSRCD) gave a presentation on the Watershed Information Model (WIM).  Chris demonstrated the interactive website which can be used to view and/or download documents and maps pertaining to western Shasta County watersheds including the Upper Clear Creak watershed.  The website can be accessed through the WSRCD website or http://wim.shastacollege.edu/ . 
Leslie Bryan updated the community on WSRCD Projects in the area which include the Student Restoration and Monitoring Community Collaborative Project, continuing French Fire rehabilitation projects, and hazard tree evaluation and removal.  Leslie asked the group what days they would like scheduled for Chipper Days, and the group determined there was no need due to the fire consuming the materials.  The group asked the WSRCD to give the days to another community in need.  When discussing hazard trees, the group stated their agreement that the Niagara Street oak tree can be dropped if consensus among professional arborists determines the tree will not survive the fire damage.
